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Mayor’s Message

Greetings OSM Residents,
2020 State of the City Address

On Tuesday, October 13, | was honored to deliver my 2020 State of the City Address, virtually. Even
though this year’s address was in a markedly different format from years past, it was incredible to
take a look at all we have been able to accomplish this year, despite the unique and unprecedented
challenges we faced. | am extremely proud of my administration and staff for demonstrating true
leadership and a commitment to service, even in the most difficult of times. This year’s address is
dedicated to 107 members of the community who lost their lives to the coronavirus.

Highlights from this year's address include:

The City of Westland's pandemic response -

Over 1200 Westland residents have tested positive for COVID-19 and 107 members of our
community have lost their lives to the COVID-19 virus.

When Governor Whitmer issued the original stay at home order, the city quickly responded with
a plan to keep the critical operations of the city functional while working with the city's unions to
furlough the majority of non-public service employees. The administration worked with its labor
groups to put together the City's Stay at Home Plan and later the Return to Work Plan.

Westland has been a state-wide leader in safely reopening our buildings to the public and is one
of only a few in the state that have resumed full operations.

Westland was awarded close to $700,000 in Federal Care Act funds under the Community
Development Block Grant Program. These funds were utilized to create three Westland CARES
programs, which included a rent/mortgage assistance fund, and employee retention fund and the
procurement of personal protection equipment which was distributed to vulnerable Westland
residents, local businesses and non-profit organizations.

Update on the Neighborhood Makeover Program

In 2017, Mayor Wild launched an ambitious five year, 50-point makeover program for all 50 of
Westland's neighborhood districts.

To date, significant progress has been made in 36 districts and the program is operating ahead
of its completion schedule.
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Mayor Message Continued:

A dashboard is available on the City's website to view the program's progress, which includes over
6,000 trimmed trees, replacement or repair of 1500 street signs, 3100 sewer catch basins cleaned,
and over 3200 fire hydrants inspected and re-painted.

The program also includes identifying current road, sidewalk and sewer conditions which has
allowed the City to bundle extensive repairs during the bidding and scheduling process, resulting
In time and money savings.

Infrastructure Improvements -

Installation of over 200 new LED streetlights on Warren Rd. and Central City Parkway with
an additional project slated to take place on Newburgh Rd. from Glenwood to Joy.

Completion of road work on Hix between Ford and Warren, Carlson between Marquette and
Ford, as well as Nankin between Central City Parkway and Wayne.

Resurfacing of the 18th District Court parking lot

Installation of new sidewalks on Marquette and Shuman

Completion of a major water main and road replacement project on Brandon Street between
Glenwood and Palmer.

Economic Development and Private Investment —
100,000 square foot expansion of US Farathane Plant on Ford Rd., resulting in $20 million
investment and 100 new jobs in Westland.

Regency of Westland skilled nursing facility at the corner of Ford and Newburgh. The 76,000
square foot facility represented a $16.5 million investment and created over 120 new full and part
time jobs.

$5 million reinvestment by Emagine Theatre that brought a new 94-ft wide screen, the largest
in the Midwest, right to Westland.

Garden City Hospital established a new $11 million Community Health Center to the complex
that formerly housed David's Bridal and Malarkey's Irish Pub. The new health center will include
the city's first 24hr emergency room, physician offices, and a state of the art physical rehabilitation
center. The project is slated to be finished by the end of the year and will create 40 new full time
positions.

A new 40,000 square foot Grande Westland Banquet and Event Center at the site of the long
closed Fire Mountain Restaurant which is slated to open in early 2022.

Michigan based US Ice and American Pulse Processing undertook a $5 million dollar
conversion of the 85,000 square foot former Dicks Sporting Goods building on Central City
Parkway. The building will house the headquarters for US Ice, along with a cutting edge ice
manufacturing factory and a customized ice carving retail center. American Pulse will bring food
manufacturing to the district with a first class commercial tahini processing facility.

9. PUT THUMBPRINTS IN THE MIDDLE OF EACH COOKIE.
